Make sure Flue is open! Pull lever at top of chimney opening forward.

We recommend using a duraflame log and 1 or 2 wood logs. Please purchase
as there is no available firewood on our property.

Light fire and close screen. You must attend an open fire at all times.

Make sure fire is COMPLETELY out before closing flue. Make sure there are

no embers burning,

Wait until ashes are cold (usually overnight), remove ash, and dispose along
with your other refuse.
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To use the outdoor fire pit:

Lay one or two handfuls of tinder down in the center of the fire pit. You can
use newspaper, small sticks, etc.

Stack the wood logs on top of the tinder in a “teepee” structure. You can

purchase bundles of logs at the local grocery story (Dutch’s Market).
Note: We do not have excess firewood on the property.

Light a match and light the tinder. Watch as the flames from the tinder reach
up to the kindling and start the kindling on fire.

Watch the fire at all times to ensure everyone's safety and ensure it continues
to burn satisfactorily. If the fire wanes, add more kindling. If the fire grows
larger than you desire, let it die down until it is smaller.

Please ensure fire is COMPLETELY out before heading back inside the home.
